A brief summary on the Draft Administrative Instruction on the Electronic Registration of Wills.
Main Issues Addressed by the Draft Administrative Instruction in its Field of Activity

The Draft Administrative Instruction on the Electronic Registration of Wills (hereinafter: Draft Administrative Instruction) aims to provide a more advanced legal framework for defining procedures, technical standards, security rules, and the modalities of inter-institutional cooperation for the effective functioning of the Electronic Wills Registry (EWR), based on the principles of legal certainty as well as the privacy of personal data.
Official Documents Authorizing the Preparation of the Draft Administrative Instruction

The creation of a justice system that is impartial, transparent, accountable, and, above all, responsible remains a high priority of the Ministry of Justice. In this regard, the identification of priority actions concerning the drafting, completion, and amendment of policies, and consequently legislative and sub-legislative acts, within the constitutional and legal mandate of the Ministry of Justice. The drafting of this Draft Administrative Instruction is also based on the Annual Work Plan of the Government, specifically of the Ministry of Justice, for the year 2025. During the preparation of the Draft Regulation, the Ministry of Justice has followed the procedures and standards established in: the Government Work Regulation (GWR) – No. 17/2024, as well as Administrative Instruction No. 03/2013 on the standards for drafting normative acts.
Objectives the present Draft Administrative Instruction aims to achieve
The main objective of this Draft Administrative Instruction is to create the legal infrastructure that establishes a clear normative basis for defining the procedure for the Electronic Registration of Wills.
Purpose of the Consultation
Through public consultations on the Draft Administrative Instruction, stakeholders have the opportunity to provide their comments, proposals, and observations.

[bookmark: _Hlk209700635]The public consultation phase, carried out through the Electronic Platform and direct meetings with stakeholders, will include all institutions and segments of society—both those with significant influence or interest and those who, by virtue of their field of activity or professional expertise, can offer valuable contributions.
The Ministry of Justice is committed to creating the necessary and sufficient space for public consultation at different periods, depending on the phase of the process.
In this regard, contributions are also expected from organizations specialized in this field, relevant experts, and citizens in general.
